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Apple iPhone 3G – product review

Description: The Apple iPhone 3G has set a new benchmark for cellular phones. Its new features include support for 3G networks and expanded email.

The Good

· The 3G has hundreds of additional third-party applications

The Bad

· This iPhone lacks some of the basic functions that low-end phones have

· The original iPhone design is more attractive than that of the 3G.

Recommendation: This is a good phone for you if you’ve been waiting for the latest model of Apple iPhone. This is also a great buy if you were looking for a phone with 3G support. The downside – the phone is a bit pricey with a starting price of $199 for the 8GB phone (only device, when linked with AT&T service).

Apple’s iPhone carries with it the Apple MacOS X. This phone is revolutionary in that its critical features and sharper performance set a new standard for the cell phone industry. Additionally, the iTunes App Store is absolutely amazing and the 3G support has been widely welcomed by users of the original iPhone. Although the phone has some properties that are not up to par with rivals, the iPhone 3G is still a big step in terms of an improvement from the original iPhone outed last year (in 2007).

In aggregate, the 3G phone is a next generation iPhone with a slightly tweaked design and lots of extra features. The handset has gotten rave reviews for the faster 3G wireless network, Microsoft Exchange server email, and the wide array of third-party software available from the iPhone App Store.

It looks like Steve Jobs and the others at Apple have taken care of some of the existing issues with the original iPhone. For instance, the volume is higher and the background fuzz is nonexistent. However, the 3G reception leaves more to be desired. The music and video functionalities have been kept pretty much the same since there were little complaints in this department to begin with.

Besides the large bandwidth, HostRocket offers 5 GB of Raid-protected disk space, unlimited email accounts and a huge pre-installed script library. They provide Linux based hosting and have redundant backbone connections that help in increasing the loading speed of your website. Support for PHP, MYSQL, Perl, CGU-bin and sendmail is included too. You can also use the integrated bulletin board for your website. ‘Free search engine submissions’ is another attractive feature. Remote backup, Add-on domain name set-up, additional mail storage etc can be got for additional fee.

Support

HostRocket lays a lot of emphasis on customer support. Their support staff is knowledgeable and the sales representatives oriented towards helping you evaluate your needs and guide you accordingly. HostRocket also claims to have good network engineers, quality assurance agents and business analysts that contribute towards making HostRocket’s hosting services one of the best in the hosting world. 24/7 phone support, email support, customer to customer support forums, FAQ system etc - all are available to the customers of HostRocket.
Reliability

HostRocket promises a 99.5% uptime guarantee which is good enough for any website. It also has a provision wherein you can submit a trouble ticket if you feel that this guarantee is not met in any month; and they will then review your hosting account and accordingly credit your account. That’s quite a strong statement for any web hosting company to make.
